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If the sun had a song, how would it sound? If a sausage had a melody, could you dance to it? Picture Songs brings together Darby Hudson’s first collection of cartoons exploring the themes of love, happiness and the absurdities of our existence. Follow the journey with ladybugs, birds, elephants, horses, goldfish, monkeys, bees and sometimes even humans; stupid humans mainly. Above all, it will brighten your day!

Having drawn over 1000 cartoons in the last 10 years, Darby reserved only 32 of them for inclusion in his debut collection, Picture Songs. Beginning as a hand made book (zine) in early 2009, it was sold from a crate in Brunswick St, Melbourne. Soon afterwards, and still in its photocopied and stapled form, Picture Songs found its way into Melbourne’s commercial bookstores including: Dymocks, Angus and Robertson, Readings, and Sydney’s Gleebooks. A few months later it reached the shelves of SanFransisco’s City Lights bookstore, Shakespeare and Co in Paris and Blackberry books in Canada. This re-print of Picture Songs is the original incarnation grown up. Now with more colour pages, twice the size (A6 size), and distributed by Dennis Jones and Associates, Picture Songs has found a whole new audience.

Over the past ten years, Darby's work has found places with The Chaser Newspaper, the back of Avantcard postcards, Inkgroup Greeting Cards, the Myer Melbourne windows, Child magazine, a billboard on the side of The Corner Hotel in Richmond and The Sleepers Almanac.
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
